Crating and Camping: There will be no indoor crating available in the racing building. However, there is a very large amphitheater building adjacent to the Grange Building that will be available to crate in.  Three sides are open but there is a roof to keep you dry in the case of rain or hopefully out of the sun and it has an asphalt floor so nothing will get dirty or wet on the ground.  For you RV-ers, we do have on site camping at $25 per night. Amenities include power, water and a sewer. Washrooms are available 24 hours a day. If you choose to stay Sunday night and continue on your travels Monday, you are welcome to do so for just another night’s charge.  Tenting is also available at just $10 per night.  There is absolutely no campfires allowed.  If you do so, you will be excused by the Fairgrounds.

Food and Services: We will have a food vendor on site both Saturday and Sunday with grilled items for your breakfast and lunch.  

Judges: Our Head Judge is Toby Emo and our relief judge is Dave Walt.  We will also have Hugh Morrow doing some apprentice judging as well so please extend him the same courtesy as the rest of our judges.  

As always, we would appreciate it if box loaders would box judge whenever possible following their race to ensure that racing keeps moving.

Vendors: We are currently working on our vendors but we plan on having a good number of them for you to check out.

Hospitality:  We will have a hospitality table set up with coffee and hot water for tea (Red Rose, of course) and hot chocolate that you are welcome to share.

Venue:  The racing building will open at 6:30am Saturday and 7:00am Sunday and we will be there setting up Friday by 1pm.

Measuring: Measuring will take place at 7:00am on Saturday.

Captain’s Meeting:  There will be a brief captain’s meeting at 7:20, just prior to racing.

Time Sheets:  Look for your time sheets in your welcome bags over by the raffle booth.  Please ensure that your time sheets are correct, or fill them out if you did not send your information ahead of time.  The deadline for submission of your lineup information is the last Wednesday before the tournament at 6pm.  After the time sheets are filled out and complete, please bring them to the head table prior to racing.

Racing: If all goes well, we hope to have Friday night single dog racing for those that are interested.  It will be limited to 25 pairings starting at 7pm.  Entries will be taken on a first come basis with the deadline being Wednesday night before the tournament at 6pm.

Racing will begin at 7:30AM on both Saturday and Sunday.  There will be a 90 second warm up for the first race for each team on Saturday with 1 minute warm-ups thereafter.  

Placements:  To Be Determined pending entries.

Ties will be broken by :  a)  head to head  b)  overall fastest time.     

Awards:  To Be Determined based on entries.  There will also be title awards and a special Dream Team.

Cleanup:  Please be responsible and clean up after yourselves and your dogs both at the hotels and on the Fairgrounds.
