From Exit 48 on the Thruway and the hotels, take NYS 98 South to 2nd stoplight and turn left onto NYS Route 5 East. This road does fork at Ellicott Street, bear left to stay on Route 5. About 2 miles up the road, past the city is the fairgrounds, take the second entrance on your right past the Country Max store.

Crating and Camping: There will be limited indoor crating available in the racing building. For you RV-ers, we do have on site camping at $20 per night. Amenities include power, water and a dumping station. Washrooms are available with showers. If you choose to stay Sunday night and continue on your travels Monday, you are welcome to do so for just another night’s charge.  Tenting is also available at just $5 per night.

Food and Services: We will have a food vendor on site both Saturday and Sunday with grilled items for your breakfast and lunch. Batavia has many very nice restaurants to choose from including the absolutely necessary Tim Horton’s. Judges: Our Head Judge is Toby Emo and our relief judge is Cindy Henderson.  Peter Guidolin may be doing some Apprentice judging under supervising judge Brian Kauk.
Vendors:  Locomotion Pet Treats will be in attendance on both Saturday and Sunday.  We will also have a photographer (Jamie Davis) on site on Sunday for action as well as posed shots with your pet. We may have some other vendors as well.

Measuring: Measuring will take place between 7:15 and 7:45 on Saturday.

Captain’s Meeting:  There will be a brief captain’s meeting at 7:50, just prior to racing.
Racing: Racing will begin at 8AM on Saturday and Sunday.  There will be 2 minute warm ups on both Saturday and Sunday as time allows.  WARNING – Warm up time will begin when the previous race has finished. 
Format and Placement:  See Seeding List. Tie breaker is 1) Head to head and 2) Fastest time overall.  Under the new rule of no more than 5 heats per race, the individual race tiebreaker will be fastest time in that race and if that is a tie, it will be fastest time overall.
Awards:  We will be giving out awards for placements.  We will have special awards for dogs who achieved new titles over the weekend.  We will have a sign up sheet for dogs with new awards near the racing results posters, please sign up if your dog get a new title.   

Special Events:  We will have the return of the pumpkin carving contest (we will provide one pumpkin per club, you provide the carving utensils and/or paint, we will judge the winners on Sunday morning.

Dream Team:  Our dream team this year will be chosen by one of the Buffalo Wing’s owners.

Cleanup:  Please be responsible and clean up after yourselves and your dogs both at the hotels and on the Fairgrounds.
